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LENT
The Season of Lent is a penitential time of prayers,
fasting, almsgiving and personal sacrifice meant to
draw Christians more deeply into the sacred mysteries
of the Lord’s Passion, Death, and Resurrection.
During Lent, the Church calls the faithful to bring a
spirit of penance into their lives through fasting and
abstinence. Good Friday is a day of both fast and
abstinence. All Fridays in Lent are days of
abstinence.
Fasting required that only one full meal be taken per
day. Two other, smaller meals may be taken during
the day to maintain physical strength, but these two
meals combined should not equal a full meal in
guantity. The ages of obligation for fasting is from 18
through 59.
Abstinence prohibits the eating of meat on a
particular day. Abstinence is an obligation for all
Catholics beginning at age 14 and continues
throughout one’s lifetime.  Those who are not
specifically obliged to fast or to abstain (who are ill) are
encouraged to join in those disciplines to the extend
that they are able.

THE FIFTH SUNDAY OF LENT
“Some Greeks who had come to worship at the
Passover Feast came to Philip who was from
Bethsaida in Galilee and asked him ‘Sir we would
like to see Jesus.” Philip went and told Andrew,
then Philip and Andrew went and told Jesus.
Jesus answered them ‘the hour has come for the
Son of Man to be glorified. Amen, amen | say to
you, unless a grain of wheat falls into the ground
and dies, it remains just a grain of wheat, but if it
dies, it produces much fruit.””
It is not rare for someone to use another to get help to
get a job, admission to school, or even just to meet
someone of importance. In the political field we call
them lobbyists. Today we find some Gentiles using
Philip, and he another apostle to gain access to Jesus.
The same Andrew is the one who told Peter he had
met Jesus and we know how important that meeting
was.
How many other persons are seeking Jesus, today
without knowing it or Him. They have need for access
to the Lord. Our restless world turns, but people do
not know to whom to turn. Each one of us can
assume the role of Philip or Andrew, to bring them to
Jesus or Jesus to them. The grain of wheat will then
produce much fruit.
